· Letter of support from the home institution: a letter in English or French from the candidate's instructor, professor or international director on the institution's offical letterhead explaining the nature of study and how the candidate and the home institution will benefit from this scholarship program (maximum one page).

· Letter of invitation from the Canadian supervisor: applications for graduate students must include a letter from the Canadian supervisor indicating their willingness to support and mentor the candidate. This letter must be on institutional letterhead, be signed and demonstrate the support for the candidate during the exchange period and demonstrate how the Canadian institution, supervisor and peers will benefit (maximum one page).
